It means that 
in heaven there is One who, knowing firsthand the experience of suffering 
and temptation, prays for us and perfects our prayers . The ascension is also a 
witness and guarantee of our own bodily resurrection as well as an invitation 
for us to set our hearts and minds “on things above, where Christ is seated at 
the right hand of God” to rule over all things in heaven and throughout the 
universe (Colossians 3:1-2). – The Worship Sourcebook
Let us then, with hearts of thanksgiving, lift high the name of Jesus and praise 
our resurrected and ascended Lord together!
